CFB Halifax Curling Club is currently taking applications for Junior Curling for the 2011-2012 season and is open to junior curlers under 21 years of age. The following leagues are available:

Light Rocks: Under 12. Draw time Sat, 08:30-10:30. 10:00-10:15 is reserved for Light Rockers who wish to do a little practice after their draw. If you are not certain whether your curler is too young, please contact our Junior Director for assistance. Please note: CSA approved helmets are mandatory for this league. Cost $75.00
Junior Recreational: Under 21. Primarily for juniors who are beginners or those who wish to curl recreationally (not as a competitive team). Some juniors in this league eventually join up with a competitive team while others are quite happy just to curl once a week. The draw time is 10:30a.m. – 12:00p.m. each Saturday. 12:00-12:15 is available for recreational juniors who want to work on individual skills after their draws. Recreational Curlers, who currently don’t have a team, who wish to be considered for competitive teams should indicate so on Orientation Day. If successful, they will be required to pay the added cost for the competitive league. Recreational Cost $95.00
Junior Competitive: Under 21. Primarily for juniors who are members of competitive 
teams (those who compete provincially) or recreational curlers desiring more competition. This league is currently scheduled for two draws – 6pm-7:45 and 8:15-10:00pm Mondays, but the draws may be altered depending upon the number of teams entered. Junior Competitive curlers will normally have practice ice available to them Sat 1-3pm or during the week (on non-interference basis with rentals). Cost $160.00
** There is a discount of $10 on all fee classifications for Cadets or children of Military Personnel
